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control, impaired — O 00000000

Diminished ability of an individual to control his or her use of a psychoactive substance in terms
of onset, level, or termination. “Impaired capacity to control” is a criterion for the dependence
syndrome in ICD-10. Impaired control is distinguished from loss of control in that the latter
implies that the phenomenon prevails at all times and in all circumstances.
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
