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craving — 0O

Very strong desire for a psychoactive substance or for the intoxicating effects of that substance.
Craving is a term in popular use for the mechanism presumed to underlie impaired control: it is
thought by some to develop, at least partly, as a result of conditioned associations that evoke
conditioned withdrawal responses. Craving may also be induced by the provocation of any
physiological arousal state resembling an alcohol or drug withdrawal syndrome.
