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alcohol, non-beverage — OO0 000,000

A general term for products containing ethanol but not intended for human consumption. Many
industrial and consumer products contain ethanol, and are sometimes consumed as a substitute for
alcoholic beverages; these include mouthwashes, methylated spirits, and rubbing alcohol (see
alcohol). A more inclusive term for products consumed in place of alcoholic beverages is “alcohol
surrogates”, which also includes non-ethanol products, such as ethylene glycol (antifreeze).
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
