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Often, a place of residence that acts as an intermediate stage between an inpatient or residential
therapeutic programme and fully independent living in the community. The term applies to
accommodation for alcohol- or drug-dependent individuals endeavouring to maintain their
sobriety (compare therapeutic community). There are also halfway houses for individuals with
psychiatric disorders or leaving prison.
